* their language,

* theirage,

* aphysical, mental
or emotional impairment,

e their gender or

* their sexualidentity.

Discrimination because of one or even more of
these characteristics is forbidden and still occurs
in all areas of life: at work, when shopping, in the
disco, when looking for an apartment, when vis-
iting authorities orin local public transport.

The Anti-Discrimination Office is the contact
point for everyone who feels discriminated
against or wants to take action against a case
of discrimination.
